IMPORTANT:  If the Tiger Cub misses one of the Highlighted Requirements, please contact your Den Leaders to discuss other opportunities to “make-up” the task. It will become the responsibility of the family to make sure the Tiger Scout completes the task prior to earning the BobCat Badge and/or Tiger Badge.  Please notify the Den Leaders when the “make-up” task has been completed.

Welcome to scouting!  It is normal for new families to feel overwhelmed at first exposure in scouts.  The new parent meeting should have answered many of your questions.  Keep asking questions and remember that, with there being so many pack and den events, you need to pick the ones that you are most interested in and that work with your family schedule.  

Many scouting events are open to the entire family.  If you are not sure, ask your den leader.

Volunteering is an important part of scouting, as parents, we set the example by helping with pack and den activities or through volunteering in the community, school, churches, etc.  Scouts are not required to volunteer, but those who log 12 or more hours per school year will receive recognition at the May pack meeting.  The pack offers many opportunities to receive credit.  You can also receive credit for time served (without pay) outside of scout sponsored events.

There is at least one fundraiser offered each year in the fall, holiday greenery sales.  Participation in fundraiser is voluntary, and is not required.  All profits are set aside in each sales boy’s personal scout account and are eligible to be spent on scout activities.  Dues can also be paid with this fundraiser.  The pack dues for this school year are $85.  The den will not have dues, however, there may be events that have a cost associated with them (we will try to be reasonable and look for free events and activities).  Scholarships are available to families who need them.
