PACK 455 CUB SCOUT BEHAVIOR POLICY

To participate in Pack 455 scouting, all parents and scouts must agree to abide by the Pack 455 behavior policy and to live by the Scout Oath.  Parents and scouts must read and discuss this policy, then sign it at the bottom.  By signing this document, parents and scouts are agreeing to abide by the Pack’s expectations for good behavior and to accept the consequences of breaking pack rules or violating the Scout Oath.  This policy applies to siblings of Pack 455 scouts who attend Pack activities.

RULES

· Always behave in keeping with the Boy Scout Oath and Akela’s rules

· Listen and follow directions

· Respect other scouts and adults at all times

· Do not put yourself or other scouts in danger – be sensible and be safe

· Follow whittling chip rules

· Respect other people’s personal space

· No interrupting 

· No nasty jokes 

· No punching, kicking, rock throwing, or hitting with sticks 

· No talking back 

· No cussing 

· No sticking your tongue out or spitting 

· No talking ugly about or to other people 

Consequences if these rules are not followed:

1. A Pack 455 leader will warn the child that his behavior is not acceptable, and the leader will remind the child of the proper behavior that is expected.

2. If the behavior continues, the child will be pulled out of the activity and will sit with the adults present (there must be two leaders or a parent and a leader with the child).

3. If the behavior continues after the time-out, the child will be told that he must leave the activity immediately.  If the child’s parent is not in attendance, a parent will be notified and required to pick up the child immediately.  This child will not be allowed to attend the next Pack event. 
The situation can arise in which a child has been removed or suspended from his Den but is still permitted to work on requirements at home and attend Pack meetings. 
This must be signed by the scout and a parent in order to participate in Pack 455 events.
