LEADER TASKS:

Two Months Prior
Update and post instructions.

Post schedule and verify dens know how to Keep Red Pine Green.
One Month Prior
Confirm with Red Pine principal

1. That watering assistance is still needed. 
2. That the principal is your key contact for all garden concerns
3. Equipment needed is in good order and will be put out prior to the first day assigned to a patrol/den.
Confirm schedule and distribute water keys.
One Week Prior

Confirm with Red Pine principal

1. That the principal is your key contact for all garden concerns
2. Equipment needed is in good order and will be put out prior to the first day assigned to a patrol/den.
Confirm with first patrol/den assigned is ready to Keep Red Pine Green.
First Day of Service

Confirm with den leader that equipment is out and functioning properly.

Throughout Summer
Confirm each den/patrol knows when their assigned dates are and that equipment is functioning.
Last week of Summer

Contact Red Pine to remind them that our service is ending.

DUTIES
NOTE: Should not need to water any trees.  There are a couple of young new trees, but we will leave it to the garden club to keep an eye on them.
FRONT PLANTERS DAILY WATERING
Use the 50' hose to thoroughly saturate pots & baskets.

GARDENS AS NEEDED WATERING
Rossini Gardens: Use the 50' hose with sprinkler kept in front.
Butterfly Garden: Use a 100' hose with sprinkler kept in SE doorway.
Corrigan Memorial Garden: Use 100’ hose with sprinkler kept in NE doorway and 200’ hose with sprinkler kept in north doorway.
North Terrace Garden: Use 200' hose with sprinkler.  

FRONT SIGN GARDEN: Attach the 100' hose in front to the 200' hose.  
WHEN DONE, RETURN HOSES and EQUIPMENT, MAKE SURE ALL FAUCETS ARE LOCKED, AND WATER KEYS ARE STOWED.

LITTER PATROL: Pick up any litter on school property including the baseball diamonds and playground.  Bring your own trash bag and dispose of litter off-site.  Try to do once during you your schedule time.
