Scouting for Food
BENEFIT TO PACK: 
Goodwill service for boys, encourages good relationship with community, part of greater organization of scouting as this is spearheaded by Chief Black Dog District and is part of a national effort.
HISTORY:

Traditionally the third Saturday of April, scouting units are asked to participate in the Scouting for Food drive to restock local food shelves.  Our charter partner, Emanuel Lutheran Church, has a food shelf which we deliver our collection of donations.
LEADER TASKS:

Two Months Prior
Confirm assigned area and plan with Chief Black Dog District Scouting for Food Coordinator.
Update and post instructions with map.
Contact Charter Partner to make arrangements with food pantry coordinator for delivery of donations on Scouting for Food Saturday.

Contact Partner Troop 455 Scoutmasters to ask if their Boy Scouts will meet us at Red Pine for a safety talk beforehand (typically 9AM that Saturday).
Find method for weighing donations as received at Emanuel Lutheran.

Requests Cornucopia segments from Advancement Coordinator.

One Month Prior
Confirm all den/patrol leaders know their assignments and have made a plan of attack.
Communicate project to pack at the pack meeting that month.

Distribute door hangers and bags if district has provided.
One Week Prior

Send out email reminder with instructions and map.
Saturday
Confirm each den/patrol knows their assigned area and will be able to cover it, including knocking on doors at houses where no donation has been left on the stoop.
Confirm each den/patrol knows where to deliver donations after collecting.

Weigh all donations as they are received at Emanuel Lutheran.  Record the number of scouts, leaders, other youth, and other adults participating along with the time of drop off and weight of donation.
Give a cornucopia segment for each scout participating.

Have scouts and helpers bring donations into Emanuel Lutheran.
